Two positions for a PhD student (3-4 years) or a post-doctoral research fellow (2-4 years) are open at the Neuroscience Center, University of Helsinki, Finland. 
The applicants will join a project elucidating the functional roles of cortical synchronization in attention, working memory, and sensory awareness with M/EEG and TMS. The main focus of this project is to map causal within- and cross-frequency interactions in source-reconstructed M/EEG data in order to discover the systems-level neuronal mechanisms supporting the aforementioned cognitive functions. A successful applicant will acquire and analyze some combination of M/EEG, MRI, fMRI, and TMS data. Alternatively also a candidate with a strong analysis-methods development background may be considered. 
Prerequisites: 
Post-doctoral position: prior experience and an excellent track record with MEG/EEG/TMS studies or in methods development. The candidate should hold a PhD degree in Neuroscience, Psychology, Medical Engineering, or in another relevant field. Programming skills (LabVIEW, Matlab, C++) are an advantage.  
PhD student position: candidates should hold a Master’s degree and an outstanding study record in fields such as Physics, Mathematics, Engineering, Neuroscience, Psychology, and/or Cognitive science.
The application should contain motivation letter, CV, list of publications, and the names of 2-3 senior researchers who can recommend the applicant.
